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The article explores the relationship between ressentiment and resentment, which are often
used interchangeably, especially in English-language literature. It is noted that although ressentiment
and resentment are similar to each other, they are not identical. It is noted that not every resentment becomes
the basis for the formation of a feeling of ressentiment. Its birth is facilitated primarily by resentment,
fueled by the awareness of social inequality and injustice, especially when a person loses status and power,
due to which he considers his position in life to be oppressed and humiliating. The offended person often
feels deep insecurity and weakness, as a constant condition of his own existence. Unable to improve it,
a personality begins to feel helplessness, which is often accompanied by anger towards the more "lucky
and successful", as well as bitterness and revenge. All this mixture can eventually transform into a persistent
feeling of ressentiment.
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In turn, ressentiment overturns the usual moral values and becomes the basis of morality, which
fights for the restoration of equality for the sake of protecting human dignity. Whereas resentment acts as
a simple moral feeling that regulates just retribution. Therefore, if resentment arises as a result of social
and interpersonal interaction, then ressentiment has more important and much more abstract reasons for
its formation, although it can also include moments of social interaction. Resentment is usually based on
the mistreatment of a person in their everyday life, while ressentiment is a broader dissatisfaction that
can relate to the cruelty of the world in general. Because of this, ressentiment usually has more fatal
and damaging consequences for a person than a simple insult. In ressentiment, past traumas and suffering
haunt a person, the past, in fact, supplants and replaces the future. In this sense, ressentiment is far from
a momentary outburst of resentment, because it denotes a stronger and longer feeling, which gradually
becomes an integral part of the human personality. Therefore, the feeling of ressentiment is more long-
lasting, painful, intense and has a stronger impact on human life. Unlike resentment, which only destroys
aperson's self-esteem, ressentiment destroys his self-esteem.
