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THE PATH OF THE ONE AND THE MANY IN THE PHILOSOPHICAL
INTERPRETATIONS OF FREYA MATHEWS & GEORGE BERKELEY
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The article is devoted to the formation of a new holistic view of the phenomenon of personal

existence in the philosophical interpretations of Freya Mathews & George Berkeley. The concept of «Dao»
allows you to destroy the boundaries of subjectivity and explain the nature of social phenomena from
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an unexpected angle. In the article, it is possible to observe the awareness of Taoist philosophy from
an ecological and metaphysical point of view.

As you know, Taoist philosophy goal is the integral unification of the reality of the individual with
everything that is not only real, but also valuable. F. Mathews takes an important step to overcome dual
perception to enter the subjectivity of the world and feel it «inside» as well as «outside». F. Mathews &
G. Berkeley’s «Metaphysical mirror of the world« reflects such a dimension of being as «Now» in human
perception, which is not a place of «alienation». A person creates a metaphysical space of «self-presence» in
the form of an internal, subjective dimension, a «thing in itself» from the point of view of creating a world
in the middle of one’s being. «Diversity is revealed in unity» and the single stream of consciousness is
transformed into the integrity of the world, when the boundary between the subjective and the objective is
erased and a person enters into a conversation with nature as a part of it.

The uniqueness of the study lies in the formation of a new perspective on the «Way of the One
and the Many» by identifying certain features of one’s own identity. Taoism as a complete socio-cultural
phenomenon is quite harmoniously combined with the main philosophical ideas of F. Mathews & G. Berkeley.
Philosophers create a link between the material substance and the intuitive dimension. However, we can see
that subjectivity is another side of objective reality.

Despite the fact that the question of F. Mathews & G. Berkeley’s concepts in the Taoist tradition
remains open, metaphysical and dialectical philosophical methods allow us to carry out such experiment
using methods of cognition based on feelings, and therefore care, that are prevalent in certain indigenous
Chinese cultural traditions. Although the concepts of F. Matthews and G. Berkeley remain little studied
in the Taoist tradition, we can conduct this experiment with the help of philosophical methods based on
feelings, and therefore on care, which are common in the Chinese cultural tradition.

Ethical consciousness is formed from childhood and covers the interests of others from the point
of view of compassion, empathic recognition, which was very clearly described by the main character
of Franco Nero’s film «The Man who painted God». This person lost his sight as a child, but became
a talented artist who painted portraits hearing voices. He gave a wonderful speech: «We have sold our
souls to the visibile world, and the human mind has been absorbed by fashionable technologies. It is very
important to feel the ground under your feet, the smell of grass, flowering trees, listen to nature, reach
the depths of unexplored forests. There is something in every corner of nature really wonderful».
