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The COVID-19 pandemic has become not only a challenge for national healthcare systems, but,
above all, a challenge for the leadership of states almost all over the world. Their anti-crisis measures
had both common features defined by the recommendations of international organisations, in particular
the World Health Organisation, and specific features determined by the context of a particular country and its
political culture.

The article analyses the factors that contributed to counteracting the spread of the coronavirus,
with a special focus on the type of policy adopted by democratic and authoritarian political regimes. The
complexity of the pandemic challenge for democracies manifested itself in the need to take measures that
contradicted fundamental democratic principles and violated human and civil rights. In addition, the need for
a quick response has contributed to the concentration of power in the hands of the executive branch, which
has weakened the role of others, especially parliament. In addition, the introduction of control over the public
sphere, in particular to counteract the spread of misinformation about the disease and vaccination, has led
to the imposition of severe restrictions on the activities of the fourth power, the media, in disseminating
information and discussing a number of issues.

The pandemic has forced governments to seek a compromise between democratic principles
and the public interest, which to some extent has likened democracies to authoritarian regimes, as the rapid
spread of the coronavirus and the high mortality rate among citizens have prompted the most stringent
measures to avoid a catastrophe. Even today, it is not clear which type of political regime has demonstrated
the best management skills. The effectiveness of democratic or authoritarian regimes in overcoming crises
should be assessed depending on the stage of the pandemic, from a short-term and long-term perspective.
Such an analysis will allow us to better understand the nature of democratic regimes in the modern world
and develop a programme of measures to prevent and counteract pandemics in the future.
