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MEDIATOR AND SOURCE OF ALIENATION: THE DIALECTIC
OF TECHNOLOGY IN THE PHILOSOPHY
OF HANNAH ARENDT AND KARL JASPERS
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This article focuses on analyzing the philosophical perspectives of Hannah Arendt and Karl Jaspers
regarding the problem of alienation that arises in the context of technological progress. Widely used in
existentialism, this term describes the state of a person’s isolation from the world, other people, and even
oneself. For Arendt and Jaspers, technology is not only a mediator between humans and the world but also
a source of alienation, which leads to a certain dialectic of the influence of technology.

Karl Jaspers emphasized that technologies, gradually replacing human activity, lead to a loss
of a person’s essence and uniqueness. He warned that if technologies continue to dominate the existence—
activity—essence continuum, this will destroy the means by which a person defines themselves. Jaspers
believed that technologies lead to the homogenization of the social environment, where people are forced to
conform to new realities, losing their individuality. This is especially evident in the context of mass culture,
where personal freedom and uniqueness are at risk.

Hannah Arendt, on the other hand, emphasized the importance of political action as a fundamental
aspect of human existence. In her view, technological progress leads to alienation from the world, resulting
in the loss of connection with other people and the surrounding reality. She distinguished between two
types of alienation: alienation from the world, which is associated with the loss of political interactions,
and alienation from the Earth, which involves the distancing of humans from nature. Arendt believed that
the modern era is characterized by the dominance of animal laborans—people focused on satisfying basic
needs, rather than engaging in political life, which fosters the development of human plurality.

The article examines these approaches to the problem of technology and alienation, highlighting their
differences and commonalities, and concludes by emphasizing the importance of critically understanding
the role of technology in the modern world. The role of the atomic bomb is also considered, which for
Jaspers became a symbol of existential threat, prompting a profound rethinking of the significance of science
and technology for humanity. Meanwhile, Hannah Arendt highlights the role of technology in shaping mass
culture, which leads to the alienation of people from one another and the world itself, intensifying feelings
of isolation and the loss of the meaning of human life.
