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THEORY AND METHODOLOGY OF THE ENGLISH SCHOOL
OF INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS RESEARCH
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The typical features of the theory and methodology of the English school of international relations
research are revealed. The purpose of the investigation is to determine the features of the English school
ofworldpoliticsresearch and its role in the disciplinary history of international relations. Based on the historical
method, analysis of methodology, and the method of substantive analysis of ideas, concepts and theories,
the history of the emergence of the English school, the specifics of its theoretical and methodological
approach to the study of phenomena and processes of world politics, as well as the subject field are covered.

It has been found that the English school is an alternative, self-sufficient and distinctive concept
of the international relations discipline. Representatives of the school primarily proceed from the fact that
the study of international relations is a humanitarian discipline that involves the scholar into a philosophical,
historical, legal or sociological approach. In their opinion, the international relations theory is fundamentally
normative, it is not and cannot be strictly scientific (in the positivist understanding of science). It was found
that its tradition of philosophical thoroughness, historical-sociological understanding and non-perception
of science in a positivist key follows from the suppositions about the nature and foundations of knowledge
in the IR theory, as well as its boundaries and sensitivity to verification.

It is clear that the English School has played an important role in defining what the core problem
areas of the discipline should be. In terms of substantive research problems, the School focuses on
normative, social and historical issues in international relations. The concept of international society is seen
as the key concept that unifies the English School. Although there is no agreement among its members on
how international society came into being, what its current state is and what its future prospects are. There
is also no unanimity in understanding why and how the interests, norms and rules that underlie international
societies change.
